The response
from those who took advantage was positive with so
many thanking us for making it possible. As in past
years, it was a drive-through clinic with owners signing
in and ordering vaccines for their animals at a registra-
tion table and Dr. Stevenson administering vaccines to
animals in their vehicles. This practice was started dur-
ing COVID years and has proven to be a very safe ef-
fective method since animals don’t have to be removed
from their vehicles and risk getting loose.

Life at Camp 3805 Bartlett was vastly differ-
ent from what most of the enrollee’s were used to. In
fact, most of the Camps across the nation were struc-
tured the same way. Camp routine was modeled after

| the military with a few exceptions.

Several men have told their stories about
what being there was like and they all have pretty
much told the same tale.

6:00 am- you had better be out of bed and
ready to do some calisthenics. Not bad, it consists of
stretches, bending, breathing exercises and the ever-
popular side-straddle-hop. Now if this didn’t wake
you up cleaning up the campgrounds will. Now we
are ready to shower before breakfast.

Breakfast bugle call- Most of the men en-
joyed the food in camp. Almost all of them describe
the amount of food offered being more than they
have had in their life. This is during the depression,
and most of the boys have been raised on a farm.
Once fed it is time to “go clean up the Barracks.
Beds made, floors swept, Lockers dusted, and the
barracks given a general cleaning,”

6:45 am- Time for work 12:00- Lunch time-
If you are in the field, your lunch would probably be
a boxed lunch featuring a sandwich or two. If you are
one of the lucky ones who were still in camp then
you got to eat in the mess hall with a lineup of soup,
baked beans, Roast Veal with gravy, potatoes, spin-
ach, coleslaw, and banana pudding for dessert.

Ipm- 4pm- Back to work

4pm- Time to head back to camp and get
cleaned up the sunset formation bugle at 4:45. Then
it’s off to the mess hall for more food.

At 5:45 pm it’s time for school. Enrollees
were encouraged to take classes that would further
their education and teach them new skills that would
help them later in life. Classes lasted until 8:45, at
which time you have a few minutes to relax until
time for some shut eye.

But life wasn’t all work and no play. During
the weekends the men had the chance to get leave for
visiting family, going to town to the movies or
events or signing up for one of the many sporting
events that the camp offered. Most camps had their
own baseball teams with competed with other camps
and at times with the local schools. Boxing was a
favorite past time also. Camp life was not bad for
the average youth whose previous prospects in life
only led to working on the farm.

of this beautiful register being a
child’s toy so, he bought it. When
they married, it ended up in their
garage for 15 years. Needless to say
I bought it and named my store,”
The Brass Register”, and used it
daily.

When I closed my store I
moved it home to a special spot in
our den. In 2003, we downsized and
the register was covered in my gar-
age for 16 years. Then we retired to
a smaller home in Austin in 2019.
Four more years in our Austin gar-
age and we came to the conclusion
that I needed to finally part with this
beautiful 1906 antique. It has some
original tape in the wheel and four
or the five drawers still work and
each drawer has a different ring.
The original instruction booklet and
keys are still with the register. A
note with the booklet has infor-
mation about the register and the
sale to Wilson Hardware, it’s origi-
nal owner. As far as I know it has
never been refinished. We felt this
beautiful cash register needed to go
back home to Bartlett where it start-
ed its journey in Wilson Hardware.

The Bartlett Museum is fi-
nally, deservedly so, the resting
place for this beautiful brass cash
register which has been loved for so
many years. This original 1906 reg-
ister can now be admired by all.
